The first day I explained that we need a 

Savior and that Savior has come in Jesus.  She was very interested.  That 

gave me energy for the week.  She has been attending Bible Study every 

Friday for the last two months.  I do not know yet if she is a Christian, but I 

do know that the Spirit is working. 

The other source of encouragement is from one of my students 

named Betty.  She is a quiet girl who studies hard and gets good grades.  

After each lesson the students have a chance to ask a question or write a 

comment.  One such lesson was “Law and Gospel” where we described how 

every religion is based on what you do, except for Christianity, which is 

entirely based in the Love of God in Christ; what he has done for us.  Betty 

wrote as her comment, “I think Christians have hope, which is why I am a 

Christian secretly.  My parents think it is silly.”  My heart jumped with 

excitement as I realized that she is a Christian despite the trials from home. 

I realized that being in the mission field is not only spreading the 

Gospel to people who have not heard (though that is of utmost 

importance), but it is also about encouraging the brothers and sisters with 

you in the field. You have encouraged us with your emails and prayers.  We 

thank you so much for the encouragement you have given us.
